Description: Encoder Gears, UBA, Transport & Stacker

Usage: These Gears are located on the ends of the UBA
Motor Shafts and have Flags cut in them used to indicate
Motor speed. The Transport Encoder Gear is also used to
tell the distance traveled by a Banknote once it enters the
Transport by counting the number of blades that have
blocked the Sensor after the Banknote has blocked the
entrance Sensors. The Stacker Encoder Gear is used to
indicate the distance the Stacker Pusher Plate has traveled
into the Cash Box. By counting the blade interruptions
from the initiation of Pusher Plate travel, the CPU can
calculate when the Cash Box is at its maximum capacity.

Note: When changing these Gears, be cautious not to
dislodge the rear Brush Cover in the process. See the
replacement procedure in the July 2010 Tech Bulletin.
